Every dog, regardless of age or breed needs some type of obedience training.  Many dogs have no manners and the owners get frustrated.  Then the dog ends up outside or given to the pound because the owners cannot deal with them.

Dogs enrolled in Basic Obedience will learn the following commands:
	“No pull”
	If there is tension in the lead, give a quick jerk back and say “No pull”

	“Leave it”
	If dog goes to pick something up or jump in another dog’s face, give a quick jerk back and say “Leave it”

	“Sit”
	Dog sits at handler’s left side

	“Heel”
	Dog steps off handlers left foot

	“Down”
	Dog lays down at handlers left side

	“Come”
	Dog comes and sits in front of handler

	“Stand”
	Dog stands at handler’s left side

	“About turn”
	Say “back”, dog steps back and turns with handler

	“Left turn”
	Heel three times with three checks, dog stays at handler’s left side while handler turns

	“Right turn”
	Heel two times with two checks, dog will stay at handler’s left side, while handler turns right

	“Stay”
	Dog will stay in whatever place and position it is in

	“Easy / Slow”
	Dog and handler will walk slower

	“Let’s go”
	Dog and handler move into slow jog
